Now, if there is a race on the face of the
earth; whom the American people ought to
Jove and protect, it isthe Irish. From the
beginuing of our struggle for national exis-
tence tothe present moment, they have been
our unchanging allies and fast friends. Not
a battle-field of the revolution, of the Indian
wars, of the late contegp with England and
Mexieo, which has notbeen stained by the
red blood of Ireland’s heroic sons in behalf
of the star-spangled bammer. Not a naval
action which has not witnessed their gallant
and uncalculating devotion to American lib-
erty. They have been the pioneers in that
mighty march of peaceful enterprise, which
has aceomplished more for this country than
all the victories of war.

There is not a railroad or a canal in the
whole Union which has not been principally
built by Irish laber. As citizens, they have
shown themselves capable of appreciating
the blessings of their lot in the New World.
They have been true as steel in their loyalty
to the land of their adoption, and, in all the
gectional excitements, in whic# many even of
our wisest native statesmen have forgotten
the dictates of patriotism and the love of the
Union, the Irish have stood, as ene man, on
the side of the Constitution and the Laws, and
neyer, for a single moment, sympathized
with abelition, or wavered iggheir allegiance
to the Rights or Union of the States. As a
race of men, none have ever exhibited no-
bler and more generous gualities. It will be
hard to find a parallel in the annals of history
to the self-denying lovegfkindred and friends
which the Irish in this country have mnani-
fested to their relations at hemes, Poor labor-
ers and hard-working women have saved
from their seanty wages, and travsmitted to
Ireland an amount, making in the aggregate
more than & million a year. Itis sacha peo-
ple whom the *‘Kunow Nothings” of New
York humanely desire to exterminate—that
New York, whose public works and splendid
mansions have all been constructed by Irish

labor.

It is true that these people generally pro-
fess a religious faith from which we, as P’ro-
testants, dissent ; but is this the age and the
country to put men to death for their religious
opinions 7 'We know nothing of the creed to

which the “ Know Nothings” belong; we
rather think that as they know nothing, they
believe nothing. Certainly the Protestants
of this country have no sympathy with the
persecuting spirit which they manifest. The
day has long gone by when any christian de-
nomination in the civilized world would be
willing to employ the instruments of torture
and death for the propagation of its own opi-
nions and the overthrow of opposing views.
It is impossible to imagine anything more in
conflict with the genius of Christianity, and
more thoroughly demonstrative of the maliy
nity, hatred and uncharitableness of human
nature than the persecution of one set of
Christians by another set of Christians on ac-
connt of some differences of religious opi-
nion. The Divine Saviour, on the Cross, in-
voked God te forgive those who were cruci-
fying him, but men, ealling themselves Chris-
tiang, refuse to forgive one another, At this
moment, the Latins and the Greeks, each
bearing the symbol of their common redemp-
tion, are fighting like dogs for the possession
of the places which were made holy by the
life and death of a Being whose chief attri-
bates are love, mercy and forgiveness.

The “Knew Nothings” of New York would
exhibit such scenes in America. They would
disgrace this free government, and the cause
of Protestantism—identified as it is with re.
ligious liberty—with the renewal of the bar-
barities of the dark ages. Could they sue-

But there are
ither interests with their advocates in the
ield, which, if not hestile to us, in truth, (as
e believe they are not) will yet, neverthe-
ess, from the narrow policy of those who
avor them, be made to take a hostile posi-
ion towards us.

e should thus have the intelligence to per-
seive danger and the power to ward it off.
We should have thesagacity to discover in
what way our trade and general interests
could be promoted, and the energy to carry
out measures for that purpose.

We repeat, that never did we so much
need harmony of opinionand exertion among

f the Board of Trade would be an impor-
ant step towards this harmony, this waking
p of our people, and we trust we shall
have it.

NEW WAR ENGINES. !

According to a Paris eorrespendent of the
‘incinnati Gazette, thegeresent war is bring-
ing to light, especiallyin England, some won-
erful inventions for the destruction of hu-
man beings. The writer speaks of “a long
congreve gun, which glides along on the wa-
ter in a straight lioe, till it strikes the vessel
at which it is directed, when it thrusts into
its gsides its iron head, containing two pounds
of fuliminating pnw‘-r of mercury. When
the fire attains this reservoir, it explodes,
blowing a hole in the vessel ten or twelve
feet in diameter, which it is impossible for
them to close up, as they do the round holes
made by cannon-balls.”

It is believed that, even if the Russian
flcets retire under the inapproachable for-
tresses of Cronstadt and Sebastopol, they
cannot be in safety from this gun, which car-
ries to an immense distance and far beyond
the reach of any other gun. There are alzo
sub-marine boats, so perfected that they can
reach and attach a burner to an enemy’s ship

without running the least danger; asphyxia-
ting balls, which paralyze the erew for seve

ral hours; burning explosive balls, which ex-
plode invariably when they strike; fire ships
of a new and terrible kind; balloons, infend
ed to carry inflammable materials, to seatter
over towns, villages and  fleets, when the
wind favors such operation:

—his commission a8 Captain,—his repairing to the
mouth of the Rappabannock, where he ealisted
fourteen recruits, and was taken with bilious and
ague and fever,—bis receipt of a voluutary furlough
from Col. STANARD, and the reduction of the army
from one hundred thousand, to five thoneand at the
close of the war, The Captain here took occasion
to remark that up to the time of this spell of sick-
ness, he had never drunk apint of liquor in his life,
and that since that spell he had not lost five days
from illhealth.

The Captain, after the war, came to Richmond,
and engaged in the building business, and pointed
to a number of houses which now stood as monu-
mente of bi¢ industry. During the reign of mad-
ness, about 1817 and "18, whea the clink of the ham-
mer ceascd to be heard, and mechaniem wae at a
stand still, he was recommended as an officer of
golicn, by Chief Justice Marshall, Parson Blair, old

fr. Bootwright, and others, to Dr. Apams, the
Chesterfield of Richmond, the firet ealaried Mayor
of this city, an eminent physician and a gentieman
oi great learning, having been educated in Edin-
burgh. He was selected over thirteen other candi-
dat{i-, and commissioned by ‘‘ that great mun," (Dr.
A) Heserved under *“that gentleman” for seven
years, and with others, by request, followed him to
his grave. He was recommissicneld by the late Jo-
seph Tate, and served under him twelve years. At
his death he was recommissioned by Wm Lambert,
and served under him thirteen years, without mur-
mur or complaint. Since then the mushrooms of a
night had arisen and attempted to villify and eut
him down. The minds of some of the members of
the Council had been poisoned against him by men
upon whom he could put his fingers. and that body
bad reduced him fromsecond to third officer, ta-
king « ) from his annual ealary, and thereby
depriving hi= aged wite and thre and children of
that much of their support. Tlaving served the peo-
ple of Richmond faithfully for thirty odd years,
with entire satisfaction, he now appeared before
themto receive their verdict on the slanders which
bad been heaped upon him. He next appealed to
the adopted citizens for their support, and aver-
red that since 1240 no man had so little to do with
polities as he had. He believed thathe was com-
petent to discharge the duties of the office if the
people would elect himn, and should feel gratetul to
all who would give him their sapport. The Cap-
tain then referred to the present office which he
held—thought be had good reasons for not resign-
ing it until he saw whether he wasto be cleeted to
another, and concluded by repeatingthe eulogy on
Patrick Henry, of which he deelared himself to be
the reputed author, and stated that he thoaght he
wae capable of writing such a one.

“Lipscomb” “Lipscomb,” next resounded all over
the honse, ind az= the crowd fell back to permit the
