Proceedings of the Umion Meeting at
Philadelphia.

The Resolutions adopted at a meeting
of the Friends of the Union, last week at
Philadelphia, will be read with satisfac-
tion by every patriot in the country.—
"I'his manifestation of fealty to the iosti-
tutions of the land was not confined to
the Democracy. Leading citizens of
both parties participated in the proceed-
ings.  The deliberations were presided
over by such men as Josern R, Cinaxn-
rer, Josiann Rasvart, Juooe Camr-
peLn, Wa B Reef, Ricuaro Vavy,
Javes Pace, and other gentlemen of
eminence.

Prior to the meeting, the leading Re-
publican organ in the Northwest, the
Chicacro Press and Tribune, stiguatized
it as an evidence of “paltroonry and
dovghfaceism,” and that those who
would ficure in it would be the “dough-
faces and lickspittles of Philadelphia.”
This was the classic language used by
the mouth-piece of the Republican party,
in veferring to an assemblage of the wis-
esi, purest and best citizens of the City
of Brotherly Love. While tLis same
organ, either excused, applauded or gave
silent approval to the meetings of fanat-
ics and traitors, it thus condemns, in
advance, the meditated expression of
loyalty to the Union, the Coustitution
and the Laws,

But this is not the first glorious evi:
dence in the history of the country, of
men rising above party, and rallyiog
around the stanlard of Liberty, for the
de’euse and preservation of the Union.
When this same Abolition fanaticism
threatened the existenee of the Union
of the States, during the pendency of
the Compromise Mensures of 1850, the
immortal Cray and WenstEr came to
the ail of the National Demecracy, and
saved the Union.

into execution all the laws of congress,
enacted under the constitution,

Resolved, That no part of the consti~
lt:t.iono‘ of the Ubnited States, or of the

ws of congress, are more obligatory on
the citisens of the republic mﬂ:ou

which pres-ribs the daty of restoring,
under judicial process fugitives from ls-
bor, and that all attempts or combina-
tions to defeat or frustrate these provis-
ions, and a'l state legislation to the same
end, are condemned by the judgment of
this commuuity.

Resolved, That, in vicw of what has
tecently oceurred in the Commonwealth
of Virginia, the citizens of I’hiladelphia
disavow, ss they have always done, any
right or wish to interfere with the do-
estic institutions of their sister states.
Kesolved, That they reprobate, in the
strongest and clearest terms, all attempts
whether by invasion, sceret instigation,
or promulgation in any form of fanat'cal
opinions, to excite servile iusurrection,
or to arouse those who are lawfully held
in servitude to violence and bloodshed.
Resclved, That. looking mcrely to the
pas’, they dehberately express their ap-
proval of the recent administration of
justice in the Commonwealth of Virgin-
I, by which, cording to the forms of
law, strictly observed,the commission of
a great crime has been judicially proved
aud the punishment awarded Ly law to
that erime has been ioflicted.

Resolved, That it is a simple matter
of duty to express the sensc which the
citizens of Philadelphia have of the en-
ergy and fidelity with which the cxeco-
tive authorities of Virginia have dis-
charged, frem first to last, the painful
and respousible duty which the ewer-
gency imposed.

Resolved, That the exeeutive of Penn-
sylvania, in promptly surrendering, on
the requisition of the Goverror of Vir-
sinia, those fugitives from justice, who
sought refuge within our borders, dis-
charged his duty to the constitution, and
for doing o merits, and Las received our
hearty approval.

Resolved, That the prompt suppress
ion, in the first ivstance, of tte Harper's
Ferry outbreak, is now, and it is hoped
will “always be rcgarded as a most
marked illustration of the value of the
Union, and the efliciency of its execu-
tive authorities iu furoishing, on the
spot, and at a moment’s notice, the mili-
tary means to suppress a local and dan-
werous revolt, and relinquishing to the
state authorities the vindication of the
violated law,

Resolved, That earnestly assuring our
brethren of the sonth that there exists
among the people of Penvsylvania a de-
termined spirit to asseat and maintain
the constitution of the Union, and the
rights of the states under it, we ask in
return  confidence, and that dignified
moderation which confidence and pat-
riotic sympathy inspire.

Resolved, That these resolutions em-
bodying the sense of a vast majority of
tho citizens of Philadelphia, without dis-
tinction of party, s'gned by the officers
of the meeting, be published in the
newspapers of Philadelphia and Wash-
ington.

It the bondholders and
domestic creditors lock to their own in-
terest and the interests of the road, they

_\Tul-e of Products per Hand.

It is somewhat the custom at the
North to overrate the resources of the
West, and to underrate those of the
South ; yet the figures that are brought
within the reach of statesmen by the
official returns of the Goveinment,
indicate o different state of sffairs.—
The producers of raw produce at the
South are nearly all blacks, the sup-
ply of which is confined to the natural
mcrease, less the number emancipated.
The rate of incresse is, however, large.
In the decade ending with 1850, the pe-
riod of the last official census, the in-
crease had been 28.8, or nearly 20 per
cent. in ten years, while in the decade
ending in 1840 it had been but 23.81,
or nearly 24 per ccnt. It is probable
that the census now about to be taken
will show an increase of 25 per ceunt.,
and, #s o consequence, that the number
of slaves in the Union is now 4,000,000.
If we turn to the products of those slave
States, exported from the Union, we
¢hall observe that the value per hand
produced has increased in a remarkable
manner. For this purpose we take from
the official tables the value of naval
stores, tobacco, rice and cotton exported
annually, with the number of slaves by
each census:

When Ore-
gon came here with a free Constitution,
where was the record of the present Re-
publican candidate for the Speakership!
He had a chance to skow his love for
freedom. DBut how did he act? Why,
just before the vote he went out at the
door so fast that one might have sat on
the tail of his coat. [Laughter.]

Mr. Sherman eaid that he never avoid-
ed a vote. He had uniformly voted
against the bill. Ile was engaged at
the time alluded to on a special commit-
tee.

A lady of this city has published, in
the American Presbyterian, the organ
of the New School Presbyterian Church,
of November 24, 1859, a phillippic, in
which she speaks of John Brown, the
Harper's Ferry human butcher, * as the
godly John Brown.”

Agsin: When Paul exhorts
the Christians of Ephesus to put on the
whole armor of God—Ephesians, chap-
ter 6, verses 13-17—observe, in all this
Paul does not once, in the most remote
maaoner, refer to war pikes or Sharp's
rifles, or six barreled revolvers. How
totally does the godly Apostle Paul, the
minister of Jesus Christ, differ from the
godly Jobn Brown, the Apostle and
minister of the abolition lady of the
American Presbyterian.

The value of tbe product per band has
risen almost annually, and in the last
year, through the increased quantity of
cotton, it is four times per hand what it
was at the beginning of the century,and
this surplus forms the chief means of
remittance from the country. Itis to
be borne in mind that the articles men-
tioned are rot all that the blacks pro-
duce. Io addition to heuse service, the
various mechanic arts that many of them
pursue, and the lumpage and porterage
of cities, they raise a large pordon of
the anoual crops. The census of 1850
reported 592,000,000 bushels of corn in
the Union ; of this 335,000,000 busheis
was in the slave States. Of 100,000,000
bushels of wheat raised, one-third was
in the slave States. These figures ran
comparatively, for the preduction of the
leading crops, as follows :

It appears from this statement that a
considerable portion of the corn crop
was raised in the slave States, but that
the proportion largely increased in the
frec States up to 1850, also of wheat.—
Potatoes, on the other hani, owing to
the blight, appears to have been greatly
reduced at the North, while the product
increased at the South. There are no
figures to determine with accuracy the
relative productions of the food crops
North and South during the last mine
years, The census of next year will give
light upon that sutject. The above ta-
ble shows that the exportable surplus
per hand has increased at the Scuth 39
per hauod in the last nine years, and the
product is 100 per cent more per hand
in 1859 than in 1840. The increase has
been mostly, if not altogether, in cotton
and sugar. ‘The increased value of the
products per head of the whole South-
ern population, including the whites,has
been from $8 in 1830, to %22 per bead
in 1859. The results show a degree of
progress which is quite satisfactory in a
pecuniary poiot of view. The number
of workers in the South is pretty well
defined as the colored people. At the
North the male population of certain
ages only are the producers, and these
number, by the census of 1850, about
3,000,000. Since then, in addition to
the regular natural incrcase of numbers,
there havearrived from abroad 2,500,000
who may have added 500.000 to the
producers. It does not appear, howev-
er, that this increase in numbers has
dded anything to the surplus exports
the country, since if we compare the
ar 1858 with 1850, separating the ar-
les of Southern origin, we have re-
ts as follows :

That
eetion did not have its industry ab-
orbed in a new direction. Iflands were
rained and railroads built, it was dooe
nostly by hands bired at the Norti;
ence, the regular productive labor of
he South was not affected. It remains
ow to be seen what course production
vi.l take for the coming ten yems. The
umber of productive hands now at the
orth is large —railroads and other fixed
roperty are in abundant supply—eapi-

is not wanting, and it is likely that
he production of exchangeable values
vill be pushed to a large extent. If a

urplus of manufactured articles is pro-
luced, it must find a market abroad, in
ompetition with those nations. This
ovolves a fall in prices to maintain that
ompetition. If & surplusis not export-
[(ed, a still greater fall will take place. In
espect to agricultaral cou petition, the
eat evil now is, that there is no ade-
quate market for abundant crops, that
s, what is usnally called “over produc-
on.” This is not the true word,howev-
r, since there are thousands who would
eat more if thoy could get it. They
cannot get it because they produce mo
2quivalents to give for it g‘lu capital
hat might have farnished employment
0 a lsrge number of manafacturing pro-
ducers bas beon applied to railroad
buiiding, The South has not ceased to
produce, and the raw materials that it
sells bave come into more general do-
mand.— U, 8.
