Discussion of it by Rev. L. H.
nolds.

To the Editor: 1 have purposel
refrained from giving utterance to an
views on the recent decision of th
supreme Court on the Civil Righ
Bill, and its effects upor the status
my race, until the first bursts of excit
ment should have subgided. Often i
the heat of passion or under the stre:
of disappointment, we say and
things we regret in our moments of re
flection. To avoid, if possible, such a
humiliation, and not through lack ¢
interest, I have hitherto forborne t
say anything, but now in the interes
of that part of my race who look at tl
matter as I do, I beg a small space i
your excellent paper to present m
views.

One class, composed of able an

they saw a complete revolution in tl
Republican party from being the eve:
ready defender of the weak and o

ressed to a selfish organization blin
y seeking its own advancement eve
at the expense of stultifying its own
record. To such the decision was on-
ly the loophole through which the
party slipped when it desired to unload
the negro.

The other ciass, numbering also
many prominent colored men,

have gone to the opposite extreme,
arguing that the bill never was of any
value to the race, that the race does
pot need it, that there are other and
more efficient remedies to which the
race could apply for the redress of such
grievances as the bill was intended to
remedy, ete.

Of the first class, H. M. Turner, one
of the Bishops of the A. M. E. church.
is probably the most radical exponent,
In an open letter to the Memphis Ap-
peal, under date November 6, among

The interesting feature of these stagl
tisties is the regularity with which theg

many other intemperate things, the
Bishop says: “Mark my words, there
will be enough blood shed over that
decision to drown every member of the
Supreme Court in less than two years.”
* * =  “The negro hereafter who
will enlist in the armies of the govern-
ment, or swear to defend the U. S con-
stitution, ought to be hung by the neck.”
*= * = “If the decision is correct
the U. S. constitution is a dirty rag, a
cheat, and ought to be spit upon by
every negro in the land.”

Of course such an ebullition of J°

spleen comes with very bad taste from
a divine of the known ability of Bishop
Turner. It sounds more like the rav-
ings of a Giteau than the utterances of
a grave and dignified divine, and tends
more to retard the progress of the race
than anything our bitterest enemy
could say.

Of the second class I have met sev-
eral colored gentlemen who have never
felt the intensely bitter force of south-
ern prejudice, and therefore cannot
realize what our brethren in the south
undergo, and every white official who
is not above asking a negro to vote for
him but is to contemptibly cowardly

positions. Both these think the negro
never had, has not now, nor never will
have any need of a Civil Rights Bill.

Catholic legislature takes no action.
Where is your Protestant remedy?
True, these are supposed cases, but 1
submit they are well within the limit
of possibility, yvea, more, probability.
Under this decision this grand old gov-
ernment of ours would be powerless to
step over into Utah or down into New
Mexico and carry justice to her citi-
zens.

Again, it seems to me this decision
takes us back to the days of Calhoun
and virtually, though indirectly, gives
a State the right o nullify, not only a
law of the general government, but a
constitutional provision. It is nullifi-
cation, not active, but passive. History
repeats itself but our Supreme Court
has considerably lessened the cycle of
its repetition. Hereafter such repeti-
tions may be expected every fifty years
—from Calhoun to Bradley.

Now, in conclusion, dear sir, I have
no patience with that man, black or
white, who, when spoken to on the sub-
ject, hoots it off as of little moment,
saying, your people needs this, that and
the other worse than they do eivil
rights. I know we nead education, but
s0 does the masses of poor whites in the
South who have these rights; I know
we need property and so do a large per
cent of your own citizens, whose ecivil
rights none dare abridge: I know we
need to be more temperate and so do
the Irish, Dutch, American and other
frequenters of your saloons and beer
gardens, who ride where they please,
eat where they please, and can procure
employment in any positions their at-
tainments fit them for.

If you pro to make literacy, pro-
perty, morality, sobriety and refine-
ment a condition precedent to the en-
joyment of

EVERY RIGHT OF CITIZENSHIP,
civil and political make it fall on all.

Do not demand a higher standard of
Cuffee than yon do of Pat—Pat is all
right if he is drunk, dirty, poor, ignor-
ant, immoral, vicious and dangerous,
but Cuffee must certainly be intelli-
gent, temperate, rich, moral, refined,
then, maybe, he can have his ecivil
right. A shame on such reasoning.

The political events of 1883 in Eu-
rope have been interesting rather than
encouraging or important.

ing characteristic. In the colonial
policy there has been a drift toward
the natives of India, and an impulse
away from the confederated idea in
South Africa, and toward the same
idea in Australia. In home politics
the noticeable features are the growth

f the “fair-trade” party and the ac-
uiescence of the government in the
roposition to reform the election
aws,

I . France there has been a weaken-
ing of *he monarchial faction, and
some fusion caused by an alleged
md al alliance between the Re-
publ . cwus and the Orleanists. The ten-

ency of the prescit government is
oward centralization, a principle on
which the Republicans are divided.
Attempts to reform the constitution
were abandoned after the death of
rambetta, and for the last few months
he foreign policy and the financial sys-
em have been in the foreground. The
foreign policy, as illustrated in Ton-
juin, Madagasear, and Africa, is clear-
{‘ ore of aggression. In this policy

e governient has been supported by
a strong majority in the Chambers, but
it is claimed that the French people

e opposed to distant wars. One the-

ry is that the whole Tonquin business
is a blind, and that France is encour-
.ging the hostile attitude of China

One hundred vears agd the
rretched fox-grade was the only kind
1at found its way to market, and was
e luxury of the rich. Among the
uits and vegetables of which no one
ad even heard are cantaloupes, many
varieties of peaches and pears, toma-
toes and rhubard, sweet corn, the caul-
iflower, the egg-plant, head lettuce and
okra. On the window-benches of every
tenement-house may be seen growing
geraniums and verbenas, flowers not
known a century ago. In truth, the
best kept gardens were then ri. k with
hollyhocks and sunflowers, roses and
snow-balls, lilacs, pinks, tulips, and,
above all, the Jerusalem cherry—a
plant once much admired, but now

scarcely seen.

Railway Construction in 1883--Over
6.000 Miles of New Track.

According to the Railwray Age track-
laying has been in progress during the
vear 18583 in forty-one of the States and
Territories on no less than 241 lines,
and at least 6,608 miles of road have
been added to the railway system in
this country, not counting double track,
siding, or switches. Later returns will
probably increase this aggregate slight-
Iy, though not materially. While these
figures, as was expected, fall short of
the record for the three previous vears
of extraordinary construction, they ex-
ceed those of any previous vear in the
history of the country, with the excep-
tion of 1571, when the total was about
790 miles greater than our present fig-
ures for last vear. The following is a
statement of the railwayv mileage of
the United States for the last ten years:

Allowing for additional returns, it is
sage to say, therefore, that the total
railway mileage of the United States
to-day is, in round numbers, 120000
miles.

The completion of 6,000 miles of rail-
way during the vear means the addi-
tion of alout 33000 men—an army in
themselves—to the host of officers and
other empioves of our railway system.
It means the expenditure, at 225000
per mile, of 2165000000 on these roads
alone. Thisdoes not include the count-
less millions of dollars expended and
the tens of thousands of men employed
on the construction of the large num-
ber of new roads on which track has
not vet been laid. In faect, the record
of track-laying alone gives a ver, in-
adequate idea of the activity and
money expenditure involved in railway
construction during the year. These
figures, moreover, do not irclude the
large mileage completed and underway
in Canada and Mexico, with which the
capital and manufactures of the United
States have had an intimate connection.

In respect to mileage of track laid
during the year, Montana leads with
413 miles (all Northern Pacific), fol-
lowed by Dakota with 409 miles, Mich-
ican with 406, New York with 375,
Pennsylvania with 389, Ohio with 326,
Mississippi with 305, ete. Pennsylva-
nia show s the greatest number of new
lines, twenty-thiee, followed by Michi-
gan and Wisconsin with fifteen each,
Ohio with fourteen, Dakota with
twelve, Illinois with ten, and so down.
The only States and Territories in
which no new mileage is reported are
New Hampshire, Rhode Island, Con-
necticut, Delaware, Nevada, and Wy-
oming—six in a total of forty-seven.

How “Prohibition Don't Prohibit.”

{iThe Distriet Court of Pottawattamie
county, Hon. John Martin, of Topeka,
Judge, in a session of two weeks, has
convicted and fined a number of liguor
dealers in violation of the prohibitory
amendment. In all these cases the de-
fendants were sentenced to the county
jail until the fine and costs are paid,
but it is understood that if they pay the
costs and 8100 fine each, and refrain
from viosating the law hereafter, the
sentence in regard to the remainder of
the fine—&400 in each case—will not be
executed, but is to be held over them
as security for their future good be-
havior. The aggregates of fines thus
assessed for violation of the Prohibitory
law is 87,600, of which $3800 will
probably be collected, and go to the re-
plenishment of the county school fund.
Although prosecutions are in active
progress all over tue Staté, this is
probably the severest blow the saloon
element has received since the enact-
ment of the amendment. Hon. John
Martin, Judge of the Third Judicial
District, one year ago refused the !le-
publican nomination for Governor of
the State because the platform adopted
by the convention was too radieally
srohibition, but when elected Judge
eclared he would do his duty, and is
doing it with the above results. Reports
from all the towns, of which there are
ten incorporated in the county, for the
past week, say there is not a saloon
open. This county in the election upon
the amendment in 1879 gave 1000
majority against it, in a vote of 3,000,
It is reported that a movement ison
foot, originating at Topeka, the State
capital, for united prosecution all over
the State for the coming year. A great
reaction has taken place in the minds
of the masses over the State at e
in the last six months against the
wanton violation of the law, and that
this will have a very desirable effect
upon the success in prosecutions in
future is very probable.

Mason Ctiy Repubiican.
Mason City sends greeting to the
State in the temperance regard, and is
hopeful her example as exhibit of dis-
position and ability to enforce the law
in the liquor abuses should be followed
elsewhere. Some weeks ago the citi-
zens of this city organized a stock as-
sociation—some twenty-four subscrib-
ing, for the purpose of progressing the
temperance cause, and seeing that the
present laws were enforced. Each
member put himself down as willing
to be drawn on for 8100 in the event it
was needed to prosecute violaters of
the law. The association thus had $2-
40" in its fund. The next move was to
ma' e a raid on the saloons of the city
an.t see what could be found. A private
citizen and member of the asso-

 ciation, therefore, attended an officer

and a simultaneous raid was made on
our five saloons. At each and every
one of these hell-holes was found in
glaring violation of law and license,
strong liquors of all kinds. The same
in jugs, bottles and kegs was confiscat-
ed and locked up in the vault of the
First National Bank, the whole suc-
cessful transaction occupying but a
few moments. The saloon-keepers
were then all taken before a Justice
and convicted. They all appealed. The
grand jury soon meeting, the saloon-
keepers were all indicted. The cases
of all, appeal and indictment, were
tried before Judge Ruddick, the law
breakers a: the last moment to ease
their penalty, doubtless, pleading guil-
ty. Judge Ruddick gave them a nice
little lecture to the effect that the prior
light fines e had administered seemed
to have failed to accomplish the pur-
pose of the law—its enforcement—and,
therefore, he would be obliged to give
themn a little severer sentence, so us to
persuade them that they should obey
the laws as other citizens are compell-
ed todo. He then assessed them S300
each and costs, and in default of pay-
ment, to ninety days imprisonment at
hard labor. The amount of these fines
and costs inclusive is about 8210050,
all of which goes into our county
school fund. It would be superfluous
to add that our temperance and law-

respecting people are well pleased in

this victory, and also proud of the
record and public sentiment it exhibits
to the State.

Canada -mi the Tariff.

Canada will have a surplus for the
last fiscal year of 87,000000. The hap-
py state of Canadian finances and the
prosperity of the country are due in
large measure to the influence of the
protective tariff.  While Canada was
enjoying the blessings of British free
trade her trensury was not burdened
with a surplus of revenue, and her de-
pendence upon England for manufae-
tures was dearly paid for by the people.
About five vears ago Canada adopted
the commerciil policy that has so won-
drously prospered the United States,
and framed a tariff so as to diserimi-
nate in favor of Can:dian industries.
The immediate result was a marvelous
impetus to home industries, good wages
for labor, high prices for the producer,
general prosperity, and an abundant
source of revenue. So marked and sat-
isfactory have been the results, that
the tariff auestion has largely passed
out of the volities of the Dominion, no
political party venturing to antagonize
it. Having tried both free trade and
protection, this is the significant ver-
dict of one of the dependencies of
Great Britain.
