POSTMASTER GENCRAI.'* R P. PORT.

The Report of Pustaiastcr General lfolt,
urges upon Congress the necessity <»{' mak¬
ing an early appropriation to meet all the
existing liabilities of the Pout Office Depart¬
ment. The failure of the last Congress to

provide f >r the expenses of the Department,
is dwelt on at considerable length, and the
hope expressed »hat inasmuch as the faiih of
the (JoviMiunent has thus been broken, that
not only the principal of these debts will
now be promptly paid, hut the interest on

thfin al<o.
The aotuul (paid) expenditures of the De¬

partment in the fiscal year ending dune 30th,
185'J, amounted to $f 1,458,0X5.03. To this
must he added the ascertained liabilities ot
the Deportment, which could not be paid,
owing to the iailuro of Congress to make the
usual appropriations, and which now con¬

stitute a deficient:}' to be provided for to
June 30th, 1859, $4.2%, 000.20.making a

grand total of actual (paid; expense* and lia¬
bilities, ot $15,754.0(12 89.

Thin sum includes >'789,599 1C appropri¬
ated by special acts of Congress out of
the general treasury, which being de¬
ducted, leaves the actual (paid) expendi¬
tures $10,608,484 07 instead of $11,458,083,-
63, and the total of expenditures and lia-
hilities $14,904,403 33 instead of $15,734,-
092 h9.

If there be added to $11,458,083 63 the
suin of $55 76, closed by suspense, and the
sum of $027 20 gained on the bad debt ac¬

count he subtracted, then the actual expen¬
ditures, as adjusted iu the Auditor's Office,
will be $1 l,4o7,512 33.
The gross revenue for the year 1853, in¬

cluding receipts from letter-carriers and from
foreign postage, amounted to $7,908,484..
Excess of expenditures for 1859, $0,990,009
30. K-timated expenditures for 1800, in¬
cluding the California service, is $15,038,-
027 02. Deficiency of means for the service
of 1:<00, $5,520,324 00. Total value of
postage stamps and envelopes issued to

postmasters during the year 1859, $0,021,-
533 34.

Iu the way of retrenchment, Mr. llolt
thinks the franking privilege ought to be
paid for out of the national treasury, and
tiiat publishers of newspapers ought to be
made to pay postage on their exchanges..
lint, if from the grandeur and heniticence of
its mission, the press is excepted, and is to

be subsidized to the extent of its pontages by
the government, then, undeniably, such sub¬
sidy should be contributed from the common
treasury also, instead of being imposed, as

at present, on the oppressed revenues of the
Post Office Department, which under all
circumstnnoes, should he maintained invio-
late.

REPORT OK THE SECRETARY or THE TRRASl'RY.

Secretary Cobb reports $83,771,511.67 us

the amount expended during the fiscal year
ending June 30, 1859. The aggregate means
provided for thesameyear, were $88,090,787.-
11. Hence deducting the expenditures from
the aggregate means during the year, a bal¬
ance remained in the treasury on July 1st,
1859, of $4,339,275.54.
Mr. Cobb says:
"1 do not doubt that the actual receipts

into the treasury for the present and next fis¬
cal years, will be fully equal to the estimates,
The only remaining question in connection
with th« estimates to be considered, is the
probable demands upon the treasury duriug
this period. If the appropriations made at

the present session do not exceed the amount
contained in the estimates, it is believed that
they can be met with the ordinary and ex¬

traordinary receipts already provided for by
In*-. The estimated balance that will be in

the treasury on the 30th June, 1SG1, isonly
*3,530,196*01, and leaves no margin for ad¬
ditional appropriations. If therefore, the
appropriations should exceed the estimates,
or Congress should determine to provide
within this period for the payment of any
portion of the public debt, it will become ne¬

cessary to make provision for such contin¬
gencies. The idea uf increasing the public
debt to meet the ordinary expenses of the
government, should not be entertained for a

moment. If additional demands are created
upon the treasury bv the legislation of the
present Cougress, provision must be rnaue

to meet them by such increase of tariff du¬
ties as may be required for that purpose.
"The public debt on the 1st July, 1858, as

stated in my last annual report, was $25,-
155,977 60. The act of June 14. 1858, au¬

thorized an additional loan of $20,000,000,
whieh has been accordingly negotiated. Of
this $18,620,000 had been paid into the trea¬

sury, and the stock issued therefor ou the
1st of July, 1859, the commencement of the
present fiscal year. A portion of the re¬

mainder has been since paid, and the stock
tberelor issued. The balance will doubtlcsB
be soon completed, which will make the per¬
manent public debt S45.155,Oi 7,6G."

rf.port or Tns secretart or tjik navy.
The report of Secretary Toucey. has sever¬

al corrections marked ou its margin with a

pen, but as we have no design of publishing
it entire, we shall not observe them.
The .Secretary .says: Since the commence¬

ment of the present administration, twenty
steam vessels have been added to the navy.
thirteen by construct!>u, and the aforemen¬
tioned seven by purchase. liut notwithstand¬
ing. 1 beg leave most respectfully to renew
the recommendation which 1 bud the honor
to make a year ago, of a still lurther increase
of the navy.
The Naval Academy continues under the

Huf erinteudence of Captain tieo. S. lilakn,
and 1 have the most gratifying evidence of
the proficiency of the pupils in all the
branches of their profession. Twenty acting
midshipmen graduated in June; one hundred
and thirty-three have siuce been permitted
to be examined for admission; and of these
ei"htv-six were found qualified and admit¬
ted.

For the support of the navy and piarine
or.'ps, and all other objects under the control
of the Navy Department, for the fiscal year
ending June 30, 1858, the estimates were

$13,804,212 77; appropriation. $14,240,247

REPORT of THE SECRETARY op WAR.

The report of Secretary Floyd, without
doing it any violence, may te condensed in
a few words. The authorized strength of
the army is IS, 165 men, all fold. On the
first of July, the date of the last poinplete
returns, the actual number reached 1<,4'J8.
Of this number there are not m< re than
about 11,000 men available for active ser-

vice iu the field. This little force has been
engaged, with its u-ual activity and efficieu-
cv. since the date of my last report, in the
discharge of its arduous and multifarious,
duties, being require I to man about 130 per¬
manent garrisons, posts, aud camps, scat¬
tered oyer tu area of three millions of square
miles. Under thaw circumstances it has
been obviously impossible to give that am-

pie and perfect protection to our whoU fron¬
tier which our citizens have a right to ex-1
pect. and which it i« the duty of government
toaff rd. Iuuian depredations have been
committed on our southern and Mexican

I border, whioh as yet have been unchastised

fur the want of men. The Secretary in con¬
clusion, speaks of th«» Harper's Ferry affair
us une of the most surprising aud startling
episodes in the history of our country..
John Brown is termed a "fanatical man,
S'imul&tvd to recklessness and desperaii n

by the constant teaching and intemperate
appeal* of wild and treasonable enthusiasts,
unrestrained by the Constitution and laws
of the land, by the precept* of religion, or

by the appeals ..f humanity or mercy," hut
no opinion in volunteered as to what ought
to be done with those whose teachings are

thus censured.
REPORT Of THE SECRETARY OF TI1E INTERIOR.

Secretary Thompson makes a lengthy re¬

1850, and 0,318,203 acres certified to States,
a.* falling to them under the grants for rail¬
road purposes.

221 acres surveyed and prepared for mar¬

ket and 10.783,553 acres pn»claimed and of¬
fered at public sale.
The aggregate quantity «f public land

that has been surveyed, but not yet pro¬
claimed or offered at public sale, wa*. on

the 30th September, 1859, 50,970,941 acres,
and the estimated quantity which had been
offered at public sale, and remained subject
to private entry at the various land offices,
was 8< 1,000,000 acres..Rait. Clipper.
